· Make a paper angel or paper chain to decorate someone else’s home
· Make a Christmas cracker to give to someone else
Ideas for Spelling and Maths Activities

These suggested activities fit brilliantly with our English and Maths curriculums for this term.

· Mental maths target (personal one to them)

· Partition two-digit numbers into tens and ones and add two numbers together e.g. 24 + 15. 20 +10 = 30, 4 + 5 = 9 so 30 + 9 = 39

· Involve them in the Christmas preparation e.g. counting crackers/baubles/advent gifts in 2s, 5s or 10s; writing shopping lists or gift tags e.t.c.

· Talk about addition and subtraction stories e.g. Father Christmas has 16 nuts for his reindeer. They eat 12 of them. How many are left over?
· Recognise the different coins, 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1 and £2 and begin to make some amounts of money (play shops, what’s my mystery coin where you/they describe the coin)

· Make Christmas ornaments using different shapes and discuss the number of sides, corners etc

· Practise the spellings from the Star and Planet passports. These are the common exception words for Years 1 and 2. Christmas is a common exception word; it must have a capital C to be considered to be spelled correctly.

· Practise the spellings included at the bottom of each week. These are from the Year 2 spelling curriculum and will have been taught with the rule (if there is one) that week.
